Installation

With 27438XX1 Short Cast Show-
er Arm:

Shorten the gray rubber boot before
installation (1).

Screw the showerhead to the shower arm

by hand. Finish tightening with a 17 mm
wrench (2).

With 27411 shower arm:

Slide the boot onto the shower arm (1).
Screw the showerhead to the arm by
hand, then finish tightening with a 17

mm wrench (2).

Pull the boot down to cover the joint (3).

User Instructions

To change spray modes:

Turn the face ring in the direction of the
arrows to obtain the desired function:
clockwise for soft aerated spray, counter-
clockwise for massage.

To remove lime scale deposits:

Pour approximately 3/4” of a commercial lime scale
remover, such as Lime-Away™ or CLR™, into a shallow
dish. Soak just the gray spray face of the Clubmas-
ter™ for the amount of time indicated in the label
directions.

Rinse well with clear water.

Reinstall the showerhead. Change the spray modes
several times to allow the Quiclean™ pins to clear the
spray channels of deposits. Rinse thoroughly with
clear water.
