
120 Volt PRIORI Series T2 Under Cabinet Light
Installation Instructions for 043T Series
WARNING: To avoid electrical shock, disconnect power to the unit prior to installation
Installing fixture requires the purchase of a separate power cord or direct wire box.
Required Accessories sold separately: 6’ Power Cord   043A-72-PC180
WARNING: To avoid electrical shock, disconnect power to the unit prior to installation or 
replacing lamp. CAUTION: Injury of persons and damage to  lamp and/or mounting surface 
may result if the lamp is pulled from the surface. To reduce the likelihood of such injury or 
damage, mount on a surface that is mechanically sound.

MOUNTING:
      This product is designed to be mounted to the underside of a horizontal surface such as the bottom     
      of a cabinet or shelf that is at least 5/8” thick.
1.   Place fixture in desired location (preferably with a 1” clearance from front edge of shelf or from      
      front of cabinet frame).
2.   Pull the lens cover away from the front edge of the fixture and gently rotate towards the back of the  
      fixture. The lens cover will now be open at a 90˚ angle to the base of the fixture. (Figure 1)
3.   Mark the position of the mounting holes.
4.   Predrill holes at marked locations to 3/8”  depth using 1/8” bit and attach mounting screws 
      (included) to horizontal surface. Be sure to leave a 1/4” space between surface and screw head. For    
      mounting onto surfaces other than wood, use plastic anchors included.
5.   Slip housing over screw heads and slide along keyhole slots to hold fixture. (Figure2)
6.   Tighten screws to secure housing to surface. (Figure 3)
7.   Install the Fluorescent T2 bulb provided. (Figure 4) It is safe to handle the Fluorescent T2 bulb with 
      bare hands.
8.   Plug in power cord to fixture and to grounded outlet (See direct wire box instructions, included with      
      043J, if you do not intend to use power cord to power PRIORI T2 fixture).

WARNING: LIGHTED LAMP IS HOT!

TO REPLACE BULB: 
1.   Turn off fixture and allow lamp to cool before replacing bulb.
2.   Use:    Fluorescent T2 6W/120Volt Max.   043A-06-T2BULB1 for 043T-06-120-10
  Fluorescent T2 8W/120Volt Max.   043A-08-T2BULB1 for 043T-08-120-14
  Fluorescent T2 13W/120Volt Max.   043A-13-T2BULB1 for 043T-13-120-22
  Fluorescent T2 18W/120Volt Max.   043A-18-T2BULB1 for 043T-18-120-28
  Fluorescent T2 24W/120Volt Max.   043A-24-T2BULB1 for 043T-24-120-32
3.   Pull the front lens cover away from the front edge of the fixture and gently rotate towards the back  
      of the fixture. The lens cover will now be open at a 90˚ angle to the base of the fixture. (Figure 1)
4.   Remove old bulb and insert new bulb. It is safe to handle the Fluorescent T2 bulb with bare hands.
5.   Close the lens cover and turn on fixture.
6.   Note: If you need to purchase a Fluorescent T2 replacement bulb, please contact a local distributor.

ADDITIONAL SAFETY MEASURES:
1.   Bulb becomes hot quickly. Only contact switch when turning on fixture.
2.   Do not touch hot lens, lens holder or enclosure.
3.   Do not look directly at lighted bulb.
4.   Keep lamp away from flammable materials.
5.   Do not operate lamp with missing or damaged lens.
6.   Do not operate without fixture extension socket plug in place.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS:
This product has a polarized (one blade is wider than the other) and grounded plug as a feature to 
reduce the risk of electric shock. This plug will fit in a polarized grounded outlet only one way. If the 
plug does not fit, contact a qualified electrician. Never use with an extension cord unless plug can be 
fully inserted. Do not alter the plug.

Accessories include:
Extensions: 12”,  24” and 36” (black or white)
Power cord: 6’ (black or white)
Direct wire box (black or white)

Direct wire box with linking extension feeding multiple fixtures linked with linking extensions.

Direct wire box with linking extension feeding fixtures powered end to end.

1.   Determine the length of cord required. NOTE: Extensions can be interconnected to create longer lengths as needed.
2.   Plug extension cord into junction box male molex plug end.  Note that this is a grounded polarized connection.  The molex          
      plug on the J-box and the extension cord will only fit one way.  Do not force the connection.  If it doesn’t fit, turn the plug over 
      and try again. The power extension cord should snap in place.
3.   Repeat steps 1 and 2 to connect the extension cord to any remaining fixtures.
4.   Restore power and test fixture(s).

Use appropriate conduit
(NOT INCLUDED) per local
and national codes.
