


Attaching Folded Swivel Arm to Liquid
Shaping Disc & Mobile Unit (Fig.15 & Fig.16).

1. Attach the Liquid Shaping Disc to the assembled
Swivel Arm by fitting the plastic axis of the mobile
unit onto the slotted peg on the tip of the ball of
the arm unit.

Make sure that the alignment lines on both parts
are facing each other. (Fig.17)

2. Insert and then turn left (Fig.18).

3. Close with Safety Cap (G) for double security
(Fig.19).

4. Make sure that it is attached firmly by shaking it
lightly.

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Using the Symphony Light & Motion Mobile

The Symphony Light & Motion Mobile includes 20 minutes of continuous
music and nature sounds, with carefully chosen pieces by Bach, Mozart &

The mobile can be operated 3 modes:

v Movement

v/ Lights & Movement

v Light (night-light)

All three options include music with volume/mute control.

Starting the Mobile (Fig.20)

Start by selecting one of the three modes as indicated on the upper right
side of the Music Box (A). The music will start automatically with any of the
modes selected. The mobile will play all three musical pieces, in turn, for a
total of 20 minutes, after which it will turn itself off.

Pressing one of the three musical (Bach, Mozart, Nature) buttons will play
only that selection continuously for 20 minutes.

Volume/Mute Control (Fig.21)

The sensitive volume control ranges gradually
from Mute to High.

To regulate the volume, press on either the upper
side of the switch to raise the volume, or the lower
part of the switch to lower the volume. The volume
may be lowered all the way to Mute.

Be sure to pump the button to either increase or
decrease the volume. Do not hold the button
down. This will not affect volume control.

When the mobile is not in use for 20 minutes, it
automatically shuts down in order to prolong
battery life.

To reactivate the mobile, just press any one of the
three music buttons.

Cleaning, Dismantling & Storage ,

1. Wipe down the Music Box and other mobile
parts with a damp cloth and allow to air dry.,_’r
Do not immerse in water.

2. To dismantle your mobile, make sure the (g
Music Box is in the OFF position, then press
and hold the special release button (Fig.22),
and pull out the Swivel Arm.

3. Continue disassembly in reverse assembly
order and store for future use.

4. Remove the batteries for long-term storage.

And Don't Forget These Safety Rules:

1. Always attach all provided fasteners tightly to the crib or playpen
according to the instructions. Check frequently.

Do not add additional strings or straps to attach to the crib or playpen.

If attached to the crib or playpen, remove when baby begins to push
up on hands and knees.

4. This crib mobile is intended for visual stimulation and is not intended
to be grasped by a child.
Batteries should be replaced by adults only.

Do not mix old and new batteries.
Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.
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Rechargeable batteries are to be removed from the toy before being
charged.

Rechargeable batteries are only to be charged under adult supervision.

10. Do not mix alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or rechargeable (nickel-
cadmium) batteries.

11. Exhausted batteries are to be removed from the toy.

12. Do not burn batteries. Dispose of batteries in a safe and appropriate
manner.

13. Use only batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended.
14. Batteries are to be inserted with the correct polarity.

15. The supply terminals are not to be short-circuited.
