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Please read this instruction manual carefully before enjoying ride, and save them for later use. 

Incorrect use may endanger the safety of your baby. 

 

�  Warning! Do not leave your child unattended. Always keep your child in view when in the 

baby carriage. 

�  Warning! Engage all the brakes when you park the baby carriage. 

�  Warning! Make sure children are clear of moving parts when folding, unfolding and 

adjusting the baby carriage to prevent finger entrapment or other injuries. 

�  Englacha II is intended for children from 6 months to 3 years (max. 20 kg.). 

�  Warning! This vehicle is not suited for children under 6 months. 

�  This vehicle is designed for one child only. 

�  Warning! This vehicle is not suited for running or skating. 

�  Warning! Always use the harness when the child can sit by itself and make sure it is securely 

buckled. 

�  Periodically check the harness to ensure it is secured. 

�  Always make sure the baby carriage is fully opened before using. 

�  Do not use the baby carriage on stairs or escalators. 

�  Do not allow children to climb into the baby carriage unassisted as the baby carriage may tip over 

and injure children. 

�  Do not use the baby carriage when it becomes damaged or broken. 

�  Do not use baby carriage near open fire, exposed flame, BBQ or heater. 

�  Do not use accessories other than those supplied by ours.  

�  Do not carry extra children or bags on the baby carriage. Warning! Any weight put on the 

handle will influence on the stability of the stroller. 

�  Max. weight capacity of the seat is 20kg. 

�  Max. weight capacity of the basket is 5kg. 

 

Cleaning: 

�  To clean vinyl parts, wipe with a mild soap water solution. 

�  To clean woven fabric, use upholstery cleaner such as normally used on furniture. 

 

Care and maintenance: 

�  Replace damage parts immediately. 

�  Moving parts may required occasional lubrication with a dry lubricant.

unique feature of extra 90° and 270° sitting positions, your baby will explore the world with different

Parts & Assembly 

Please ensure you have received the following: 

(1) Englacha II Unit. 

          

(2) 2pcs front wheel  

Front wheels are assembled by inserting the pin to the plastic housing correctly (R&L) as 

illustrated. 

To remove the wheels, press the button at the housing to detach. 

 

(3) 2pcs back wheels 

Back wheels are assembled by inserting the pin to the back plastic housing as illustrated. 

To remove the wheels, press the button at the wheel to pull out the wheels. 

 

 Please make sure the wheels are securely assembled before in use 

(4) 1pc Bumper is assembled to the seat by clamping at both side .Please make sure it is securely 

assembled before in use. 
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To open the baby carriage 

 

Pull the handle and the frame up till the folding locks engaged and clicks on both sides of frame 

securely. 

        

 

To adjust the handle regulation 

Press and hold the buttons at both sides and adjust the handle to your desired position. 

 

To adjust the bumper regulation 

Press and hold the buttons at both sides and adjust the bumper to your desired position. 

 

To adjust the leg regulation 

Press and hold the buttons at both sides and adjust the leg rest to your desired position. 
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To adjust the seat recline 

Seat is available with 4 recline positions and is adjusted by pulling up and hold the backrest adjustment 

bar, at the back of the backrest, and lower the backrest to desired reline position. Backrest is adjusted 

upright by pushing it upward. 

 

 

To use the built-in foot cover 

  

1. Adjust the footrest to level position and the naval bar at high position. 

 
2. Remove front cover from the pocket built underneath the footrest.  

 

3. Remove the crotch belt from naval bar. Cover the naval bar with the front cover. Fasten the crotch 

belt through the slit of front cover.  
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4. Zip and snap on both sides. 

 

To storage the built-in foot cover 

Reverse the above steps and storage the front cover into the pocket underneath the footrest. 

 

To lock the front wheel 

As illustrated, front wheels are lockable by pushing the pin at the housing towards right. And push 

towards left to release. 

            
 

To use link brake 

Step down the brake pedal to brake as illustrated. 

 

Lift up the link brake to unlock the brake. 
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Usage of safety harness 

Safety harness is used and adjustable as illustrated. 

 
Canopy 

(1) Canopy is opened by spreading apart to the open position. 

 

 

 

 

(2) Canopy is closed by rolling up to the close position. 

 

 

(3) Canopy is removable by pressing canopy clip at both sides and lifting it up to remove it.

Swivel  

Englacha II is equipped with the unique swivel & lock function and is adjusted as the following: 

Step 1: Adjust the leg-rest to parallel position. 

 

Step 2: Release the locking by pulling up the mechanism located at the upper position at the handle bar 

at both sides. Push the handle down to release the lock. Be sure the locking hinge is fully opened before 

swivel the seat. 

 

Step 3: Move the seat as illustrated to the desired position. Seat is 360° swivelled and locked at four 

angles. (0°, 90°, 180° and 270°)

Step 4: Push up the handle to lock. Be sure the locking is securely engaged before usage.

To fold 

Step 1: Adjust the seat to face front. Press the security button at the lower right-side of handle bar. Pull 

up the right-side handle first and the left handle together to release the main lock.
