Prevent entrapment between the mattress and sides. Labels on the End Panels and
Stationary Side MUST face toward the inside of the crib when assembled.

Keep small parts
away from children.

Avoid pinching injury. Keep fingers away from hinges during assembly and set-up of
crib.

STEP 1 - STATIONARY SIDE ASSEMBLY

Note: Labels on lower rails of Folding End Panels and Stationary Side MUST face

toward the inside of the crib.

. Place one Folding End Panel (C) in folded position and lay flat on floor.

. Place second Folding End Panel in folded position on floor next to first Folding End
Panel with hinges facing each other and about 30 inches apart and top rails at same end.

. Place Stationary Side (A) on top of the two Folding End Panels with “Important! This

is the inside” label facing down and plastic teething rail toward top rails of Folding End
Panels.

. Remove Barrel Nut (F) from M6 x 60mm Machine Screw (E).
. Rotate Barrel Nut aligning threaded hole in Barrel Nut with hole from end of rail. Insert

plain end of Barrel Nut into the large hole in bottom of Stationary Side rail. Hold Barrel
Nut in position by placing finger over the hole.

. Rotate corner post of Folding End Panel up against end of Stationary Side and align

hole in corner post with hole in end of Stationary Side rail.

. Insert one M6 x 60mm Machine Screw through hole in corner post into hole in end of

Stationary Side rail and into the barrel nut. (If necessary, turn the barrel nut to align the
barrel nut with the screw by using a screwdriver in the end slots of the barrel nut.) Turn
the machine screw into the barrel nut.

Repeat steps 4. through 7 at other three corners of Stationary Side to secure it

to the Folding End Panels.

After all four screws and barrel nuts are in position, securely tighten all screws using the
Hex Wrench (J).

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STEP 2 - STATIONARY SIDE WITH
MATTRESS SUPPORT ASSEMBLY

. Turn over Folding End Panels and Stationary Side assembly from Step 1 so Folding

End Panels are on top of Stationary Side.

. Place Stationary Side With Mattress Support (B) on top of the two Folding End

Panels. Mattress Support should be facing down and plastic teething rail toward top rails
of Folding End Panels.

. Remove Barrel Nut (F) from M6 x 60mm Machine Screw (E).
. Rotate Barrel Nut aligning threaded hole in Barrel Nut with hole from end of top rail.

Insert plain end of Barrel Nut into the large hole in bottom of Stationary Side With
Mattress Support rail. Hold Barrel Nut in position by placing finger over the hole.

. Rotate corner post of Folding End Panel up against end of Stationary Side and align

hole in corner post with hole in end of Stationary Side rail.

. Insert one M6 x 60mm Machine Screw through hole in corner post into hole in end of

Stationary Side rail and into the barrel nut. (If necessary, turn the barrel nut to
align the barrel nut with the screw by using a screwdriver in the end slots of the barrel
nut.) Turn the machine screw into the barrel nut.

. Repeat steps 3. through 6 above at other three corners of Stationary Side With

Mattress Support to secure it to the Folding End Panels.

. After all four screws and barrel nuts are in position, securely tighten all screws using the

Hex Wrench (J).

. Insert two Locking Casters (G) into caster hole in corner posts in contact with the floor.
. Insert two Non-locking Casters (H) into caster hole in corner posts elevated off floor.

* Avoid pinching injuries during set up and folding, keep children away from crib and keep hands out of hinge areas.
After set up is complete, inspect crib for proper set up and operation.
* Review and follow all warnings on the crib and in the instructions located on the top of the mattress support.

STEP 1 - UNFOLD CRIB

1. Undo both closure straps.

2. Carefully pull mattress out of crib. Set mattress aside temporarily.

3. While holding mattress support against Stationary Side, push Stationary Sides apart until Folding End Panels are
flat and square with the Stationary Sides.

STEP 2 - POSITION MATTRESS SUPPORT

1. Lower Mattress Support onto bottom rail of Folding End Panels and Stationary Side.
- Move Folding End Panels to allow mattress support to rotate down freely into position.
2. Mattress Support MUST be seated onto top surface of bottom rail of all sides. Check that mattress support is
seated on all sides.
