If the plug should still fail to fit, contact 
your electrician to replace your obsolete outlet. Do not defeat the safety purpose of the polarized plug.

4) Locate the four Leg Levelers (#5) and screw one into each leg.  NOTE:  Leg Levelers are optional, and if the 
game is to be used on a smooth floor, we recommend not installing them.
